AVRR. 
When I left my home, I was working as an assistant manager in a restaurant in Beirut for 10 years. I love cooking 
and everything related to food, even though I am not a chef. Lebanon is famous for its local food and my dream 
is to open my small personal food business; not a fancy restaurant and definitely not something expensive. I 
want to open a fast food local cuisine restaurant or a “drive through”. Food is an inextricable part of our culture 
and I really believe I can be very creative working in the culinary field. My favorite food is called “warak arich”. 
It is actually grape leaves stuffed with meat.  
Food means more than pleasure to me. It is something that brings people together and I think this is the reason, 
why I love working in the food industry, this is the reason why I want to go back to my country and restart my 
life.”
