Therefore, he 

receives a monthly salary of 25,000 INR.

Singh collects the milk and he is waiting on a daily basis for the middle man to sell it and 

then distribute this product to other customers respectively. According to Singh, he earns around 9,000 -10,000 INR monthly 

which is a good source of income for his family. He is also helping his father in agricultural activities, while he is trying to save 

money in order expand his dairy farm business. Last but not least Singh expressed many times his gratitude towards IOM for 

the assistance he received in order to implement his business plan.
